PRINCIPAL 
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QUALIFICATIONS 
 
National Certificate of Educational Achievement 
NCEA is the qualification available to students in the senior school. 
 

Subjects in the senior school offer a number of Achievement Standards and/or Unit 
Standards. Each of these standards has a specified number of credits attached to it. All 
the credits from both Unit and Achievement Standards across all a studentôs subjects are 
added together to make up the NCEA qualification. 
 
Unit Standards are all internally assessed in class during the year on an achieved or not 
achieved basis. 
 

Achievement Standards may be internally assessed in class during the year, or 
externally assessed by an examination at the end of the year or a portfolio being sent 
away to be assessed. They are gained with an achieved, merit or excellence grade.  
 
Subject Endorsements - Students are able to gain a (subject) course endorsement with 
Merit or Excellence. To gain a Merit endorsement 14 credits are required with either Merit 
or Excellence, including 3 internal and 3 external credits for each course (except for 
Physical Education). To gain an Excellence endorsement, all 14 credits must be 
Excellence. This endorsement must be achieved in the current year for each level. 
 
NCEA Endorsements 
NCEA can be awarded with a Merit or Excellence endorsement at each of the three levels. 

¶ 50 (or more) Merit and Excellence credits for a Merit Endorsement 

¶ 50 (or more) Excellence credits for an Excellence Endorsement 
 
 

Level 1 
This is normally undertaken in Year 11. 
To gain Level 1 NCEA, a student must gain 80 credits at Level 1 or above. Included in 
these 80 credits must be at least 10 credits in literacy and 10 credits in numeracy from 
approved standards. Students who do not achieve this in the one year can count Level 2 
credits the next year for both Level 1 and Level 2. 
 

Level 2 
This is normally undertaken in Year 12. 
To gain Level 2 NCEA, a student must gain 80 credits of which 60 need to be at Level 2 or 
above. The other 20 can be at any level including those used for Level 1 NCEA. Students 
must have Level 1 numeracy and literacy to gain NCEA Level 2. Students who do not 
achieve this in the one year can count Level 3 credits the next year for both Level 2 and 
Level 3. 
 

Level 3 
This is normally undertaken in Year 13. 
To gain Level 3 NCEA, a student must gain 80 credits of which 60 need to be at Level 3. 
The other 20 need to be at Level 2 or above including those used for Level 2 NCEA. 
Students must also have Level 1 Numeracy and Literacy to gain NCEA Level 3.   
 

Scholarship 
Scholarship opportunities are provided for students who have the ability to demonstrate 
higher order thinking skills and independent learning. A proven record of excellence, 
particularly in externally assessed credits, is an advantage. Scholarship is an award, not a 
qualification and is aimed at the top five percent of students throughout New Zealand.  
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All scholarship subjects are externally assessed with a written examination or through a 
portfolio at the end of the year. This is in addition to the examinations required for Level 3  
NCEA. Students are advised to sit no more than 3 scholarship examinations.  
 
University Entrance 
All of the following need to be obtained to qualify for entrance to any university in New 
Zealand: 
 
Students must gain NCEA Level 3 plus: 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
The lists of specified Reading and Writing standards can be accessed from: 
http://www.nzqa.govt.nz/ncea/ue/index.html. This is very important. Many of you will gain 
the literacy credits in Year 12 English. If you do not, you need to ensure that you achieve 
them in Year 13. If you have any doubts about this, discuss your literacy credits with the 
careers advisors. 
 
The requirements for University Entrance may not be sufficient for acceptance into any 
particular course (eg: Auckland University requires that ALL students have a minimum of 
17 English credits at Level 2 or 3). Check out the requirements online, talk to the 
University liaison staff or the school careers advisors to make sure that you know what is 
required for your course. This can also vary between Universities. Many courses do not 
have open entry and to ensure your best chance of being accepted you need as many 
Excellence and Merit grades as possible in your best 80 credits.

This will not happen until mid February and incurs an additional cost.

Future Focus Your Skills 
 
An important first step to thinking about a career for the future, is developing an understanding of 
yourself in terms of your skills 
. 
A skill is the ability to do something.  
 
We are not born with skills, we develop them as we get involved in school, interests, community 
and work activities.  
 
Being able to identify all the skills you have can open you up to more career options. It can 
also help you work out if you have any skill or knowledge gaps that can be filled with 
further training. 
 
Skills can be: 
Transferable skills 
A transferable skill is one that can be used in a variety of situations or jobs - you transfer 
them from one job to another. The great thing about transferable skills is that they make 
you adaptable. 
Examples include problem solving, good communication, working in effective teams 
You need these because you will have many jobs and responsibilities in your lifetime. 
 
Self-management skills 
Self-management skills enable you to work well in different types of situations with a 
variety of people.  
Examples include: meeting deadlines, being motivated and showing initiative 
 
Specialist skills 
Specialist skills usually relate to a specific job or group of jobs.  
Examples include: fluency in a language or the ability to use specific computer 
programmes and technical equipment.

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Vocational Pathways are an initiative under the Youth Guarantees programme to provide a 
clear framework for vocational options, career advice and improved links between 
education and employment. The aim is to open doors and encourage students to see 
possibilities in Certificate courses, Diploma courses and apprenticeships as well as more 
traditional university study. 
 

The Vocational Pathways can help you plan your journey from leaning to earning. They 
represent a way to achieve NCEA Level 2 (or equivalent) indicating a Vocational Pathway 
direction. They can show you how your strengths, interests and achievements relate to a 
wider range of future possibilities, and how your subject choices make a difference to what 
you might do in the future. You will be able to identify the range of roles, jobs and study 
options available to you and understand more clearly the subjects you will need to take to 
get there. 
 
You can see how your credits are valued by industry and even if you change your mind, 
the pathways are flexible enough to enable you to move across the range of pathways. 
 
The Vocational Pathways are made up of six colour coded sectors of industry: 
 

¶ Service Industries; (blue) 
 

¶ Social and Community Services; (purple) 
 

¶ Manufacturing and Technology; (red) 
 

¶ Creative Industries; (yellow) 
 

¶ Primary Industries;  (green) 
 

¶ Construction and Infrastructure; (orange) 
 

The pathways reflect a partnership between government agencies, the industry training 
sector, secondary and tertiary education representatives, and industry and employer 
representatives.

You will see your Vocational Profile in your NCEA results, as a visual graph showing your 
achievement in Level 1 and 2 against the Vocational Pathways.

You will gain an endorsement in a vocational pathway if you meet the criteria required. 
That means attaining your numeracy and literacy as well as achieving 60 Level 2 credits 
from the Recommended Assessment Standards for a Vocational Pathways sector (e.g 
Service Industries) which include 20 Level 2 credits from Sector-Related Standards for that 
particular sector (e.g Service Industries). That means 60 credits must all come from the 
same Vocational Pathway to gain a pathway endorsement.

OPTIONS EVENING 
Students and their parents are strongly encouraged to attend the options evening on 
Thursday 11 August 2016 before making any final decisions about the course of study for 
next year. 
 
This is your opportunity to speak to the specialist teachers and Heads of Department of 
each subject.  In addition, the Careers Counsellor and Careers Advisors are available for 
specialist advice.  A number of people currently working in a variety of career areas will 
also be present to give specific information, advice and answer any questions. 
 
INFORMATION FOR ALL LEVELS 
The careers team will be liaising with staff and checking to see that you have made a 
satisfactory and appropriate choice of subjects for next year. 
 
Where the stated entry requirements have not been met, it may still be possible to take a 
particular subject. Permission for this will be at the discretion of the HOD for that subject 
and will be decided on a case by case basis. 
 
Start your course planning by looking ahead to Year 13 and deciding which subjects are 
likely to be necessary for you.  You then need to work backwards, ensuring your choices in 
Years 11 and 12 allow you to take your preferred course of study in Year 13. Use the 
Course Selection Guide in this book to help you.

Please note the following points:  
 

¶ If there are insufficient numbers for a subject to be viable, that subject will not run 
in 2017.  When this occurs, you will be contacted and asked to select another 
subject. 

 

¶ Although every effort is made to accommodate each individualôs choice of 
subjects, sometimes it is not possible.  If you have a clash of subjects, you will be 
contacted to discuss this and you may need to select another subject. Therefore, it 
is important that the school has accurate contact details for you when school 
finishes for the year. 

 

¶ If you are unable to pursue a particular subject due to clashes, lack of entry 
requirements or any other reason, it is important to realise that there are alternate 
pathways available to you, both in school and at tertiary level.  Talk to your 
Careers Advisors. 
 

¶ It is important to put in the time and effort now to choose your subjects wisely as 
class allocations are made according to your choices.  Changes to option subjects 
may not be accepted after the end of this year except in response to NCEA results 
or in exceptional circumstances.  It may be too late to decide next year that you no 
longer wish to take a particular subject. 
 

¶ It is important you return your option sheets by the due date to enable you to have 
your preferred course of study. 

 
INFORMATION FOR SPECIFIC YEAR LEVELS 

 
GUIDELINES FOR YEAR 11 
 
All Year 11 students must select six subjects.  Every student will have English, 
Mathematics and at least one Science subject included in her choice.  Geography and 
Agricultural and Horticultural Science may count as Science subjects. 
 
GUIDELINES FOR YEAR 12  
 
All Year 12 students must select six subjects.  Every student will include a course in 
English or Maori. Both subjects may be studied.  
 
Students may choose a multi-level course by including subjects from Year 10 or Year 11 in 
their choice of six subjects. 
 
GUIDELINES FOR YEAR 13  
 
All students in Year 13 must take a full course of five subjects.   
 
Students may take a multilevel course ï which can include subjects from any level.  This 
must be fully discussed with the Careers Advisors or the Year 13 Dean. 
 
It is important that students check out any tertiary course requirements very carefully and 
ensure their course of study meets the requirements for the qualification they are aiming to 
enter. 
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Students preparing for University who require UE will find the information on Page 4 up to 
date at the time of printing. Please check with the Careers Advisors or the individual 
university for changes.  
 
Including a language rich subject (Art History, Geography, Classics, English, History or 
Media Studies) is strongly recommended. 
 
As some universities now have very specific requirements for English, students need to 
ensure they have at least 17 English credits at Level 2 before considering not taking this 
subject. Please note that taking Maori will not give the required University Entrance literacy 
credits.

GATEWAY 
 
WORKPLACE LEARNING OPPORTUNITIES FOR SENIOR STUDENTS 
 
Gateway is a programme which enables senior students (Years 11 to 13) to participate in 
structured workplace learning. 
 
Students pursue individual learning programmes which allow them to gain new skills and 
knowledge in a workplace in their local community. The learning is hands on and practical. 
 
A feature of the programme is that studentsô learning is integrated with the schoolôs 
curriculum and is more than simply a workplace experience. The girls have a clear 
understanding of skills and knowledge to be obtained. They are either assessed in the 
workplace or they gather supporting evidence for a specific area of their study. Their 
achievements are credited towards national qualifications and NCEA. 
 
Gateway provides the opportunity for the girls to apply their general skills and knowledge 
in a workplace context. At the same time they gain valuable insights into working life while 
gaining skills in specific industries. Gateway may also lead to further training opportunities 
such as apprenticeships and industry training. 
 
We have a Gateway Co-ordinator in the school who works with the girls individually to 
identify career options, training needs and gains the work placement for them. They are 
assisted and supported through the process to ensure that they gain the maximum benefit 
from being involved in the programme.

GIFTED AND TALENTED 
 
We wish to support our gifted and talented students who have extensive commitments to 
training and competition at regional, national and international levels. 
 
Our dedicated Gifted and Talented Co-ordinator works with these students on an individual 
basis, assisting them with areas such as goal setting, balancing their workload and time 
management so they can achieve their sporting and/or cultural goals without 
compromising their academic goals.

Pathways from this course 
may include apprenticeships, study at tertiary level at a Polytechnic or the work 
environment including self-employment.
